CONCERNING THE DEPOSIT OF LITERATURE
The National Library of Norway receives under the terms of the Legal Deposit Act (Act relating to the Legal Deposit of Generally Available Literature) and the Regulations to the Copyright Act (FOR-2001-12-21-1563), amended by Regulation no. 1281 of 23 November 2007 (entered into force 1 January 2008)) copies of all books and journals published in Norway. Books and journals are deposited in the same format as the original copy. 
Pursuant to the aforementioned body of rules, books and journals distributed in a paper medium are deposited in a paper format and not as a digital version even though an electronic file has formed the basis of production.
In order to facilitate the National Library of Norway’s work in storing copies of copyrighted documents in a digital format for the purposes of preservation and safeguarding, the National Library contacted the Norwegian Publishers Association with a view to implementing a scheme in which publishers submit a copy of the electronic file forming the basis of production in addition to the legally deposited paper-format version of the book. The National Library of Norway and the Norwegian Publishers Association have negotiated a standard agreement (attached) which publishers are encouraged to enter into with the National Library of Norway. This standard agreement gives the publisher access to download its digital publications via a service established by the National Library of Norway (archive function). 

It is assumed that any rights transferred are transferred for non-commercial purposes. The National Library of Norway shall not begin distribution of books in competition with the publishers’ activities.
ADVANCE \d6Attempts shall be made to resolve through negotiations between the parties aTC \l2 "Kapittel IV. Tvister - avtalens varighetny dispute concerning interpretation of or breach of this agreement. Should negotiations prove unsuccessful, the dispute shall be solved by means of arbitration, unless the parties agree on another way of solving the dispute.
This agreement enters into force from 1 October 2008 and shall run until 31 December 2011. Either party may terminate the agreement provided six months’ notice is given.
